After nearly a year of extensive, thoughtful, and transparent dialogue with our faculty,  
staff, and students, CCRI is proud to announce that our next Strategic Plan is complete.

•  Expand Partnerships and Programs
•  Strengthen Institutional Effectiveness

We are immensely thankful for the planning and hard work that went into building this  
plan by our Strategic Planning Committee, Faculty Advisory Committee, and our entire 
college community.

Supporting the growth of online learning
Currently, more than 3,800 students are registered in 223 online course sections for the 
Spring semester at CCRI. Another 1,600 students are registered across 83 hybrid course 
sections. These 5,400 students enrolled in online and hybrid courses represent nearly  

rend at CCRI.

•  Enrollments in online sections have increased 30 percent year-over-year for three 
terms, including a 29 percent increase compared to Fall and Spring 2017 semesters.

Opening the door for online educational resources
Thanks to the Open Educational Resources (OER) initiative, which seeks to provide  
students with free access to online learning resources, more than 760 CCRI students across
