2021 semester in the following amounts:
e Up to $1000 for full time students
o Up to $750 for % time students
e Up to $500 for students half time and less
« All other enrolled students who did not receive direct grant assistance, yet
demonstrated significant need, were able to apply for emergency grant
assistance through 2 online applications: one for a general emergency
grant and the second specifically for technology grants. The applications
will remain available until funds are depleted.
