Professor Rebecca Clark is exhibiting five cyanotype prints in the "Sun Pictures to Mega Pixels" show at the Williamsburg Art and Historical Center in Brooklyn NY through Nov 4.  The exhibit features artists working in antique photographic processes and digital imaging and explores the synthesis of the two. Associate Professor of Art History, Natalie Coletta, as part of her sabbatical leave, traveled to Cambodia to study and film temples and sculpture. Her films reflect observations made of stillness and movement in Cambodia and she created Cambodia in Motion: Film Shorts to reflect that. Her work was in part inspired by her new course offered at the Community College, “Topics in Art History,” which examines cultures of the non-western world.  This 3 credit transfer course includes study of Cambodia, Nigeria, Native America and Papua New Guinea.

Cambodia is a culture steeped in Buddhist tradition.  And its people, despite suffering great hardship, exist in a grace echoed in its classical carvings. Look for Professor Coletta’s two documentary shorts, which will be screened this fall at CCRI!

Professor Nancy Wyllie’s video titled FORCED MIGRATION was included in the New York International Independent Film and Video Festival in July. The same video was selected for the "Action on Film Festival" held at the Long Beach Convention Center. "Action on Film" honored the achievements of veteran actors Bill Duke and David Carradine. Festival jurors chose work that makes unique use of motion in film. The footage was shot primarily on location at a Bureau of Land Management Wild Horse Auction at Cornell University.
This past summer Professor Maureen Kelman taught workshops on shibori, Japanese resist dyeing, at Haystack Mountain School of Crafts in Deer Isle, Maine; and at Snow Farm in Williamsburg, Ma.  As well, Kelman was invited to exhibit one of her textile sculptures in the show, Pojagi & Beyond, currently on view at the Korea Craft Museum in conjunction with the 2007 Cheongju International Craft Biennale in Cheongju-city, South Korea. This sculpture employs an adaptation of a traditional Korean textile technique, pojagi, which Kelman uses to create structural segments within her three-dimensional textile surfaces. Catalogs for the Cheongju Craft Biennale exhibitions are currently on-line at http://www.okcj.org.
Prof. Tom Morrissey has been awarded a one-person exhibition at the Providence Art Club to be held in February, 2008.  He is working in his Woonsocket studio on a new series of pieces in a variety of media including paintings, digital work, mixed media on paper and some 3D works in steel and other media. Adjunct Professor Susan Fossati is currently represented by the Bellini Ruggeri Gallery, 182 Weyland Avenue, Providence, RI.  Their ongoing display includes her paintings, pastels and watercolors.

My work was accepted to an exhibition at Baltimore Clayworks in Maryland and was a studio technician at Haystack Mountain School of Crafts in Maine for two weeks in August. I was lucky enough to work at Haystack with one of my clay heroes Richard Notkin. My time in August went so well they asked me back for a five day work session is September! Now to gear up for my sabbatical that will hopefully take place next year.

In September & October 2007, Adjunct Faculty Professor Keith Fox took part in a group exhibition organized by Theresa Girard, Director of Access to Art; under the auspices of the Town of South Kingston, Rhode Island. His two paintings, “Get Well Soon, Variation Number 1” and “Get Well Soon, Variation Number 2,” both of which explore the theme of patient safety, health stimulated thoughtful discussion on the topic of how the role of the patient is defined today by insurers, employers, and medical professionals.
