Professor Nancy Wyllie spent part of her Fall 2006 sabbatical in Belize and Guatemala where she photographed and filmed  Mayan sites including Tikal and Actun Tunichil Muknal (Cave of the Crystal Maiden). Actun Tunchil Muknal is located in a cave deep in the Belizean jungle. Vertical rock climbs and swims through 12' frigid pools of water are required to reach the crystallized remains of a 15 year old Mayan virgin who lies 40 feet above the waters surface.
