N/A: (deleted Unofficial Withdrawal) No Assessment (used when a student unofficially withdraws from a course before the instructor has made any academic assessment.  It is included in attempted credits but not in the grade point index)
On the Mid-term grade worksheet, John Panzica will investigate whether a zero under the attended hours column could be inserted to indicate that the student never attended class. Or, indicating a N/S. Having either one (not both) of these options will help mitigate financial aid payments as well as reducing final grades not reported. Amended Text:

Mid-term grades are available online through Campus Pipeline.  Final grades may be mailed to students at the end of each semester provided all financial obligations to CCRI are met.  Students enrolled in modular courses may view their grades online through Campus Pipeline and may receive a grade report at the conclusion of the course(s). (Voted to omit the following: In addition, mid-tern warning letters are sent to students (enrolled in 15-week courses) who may be in academic difficulty.  Students are responsible for discussing with the instructor how the grade was determined.
Bill Squizzero asked the Council to further review the documents he distributed.  Any further thoughts, comments or questions can be addressed at the April 11th meeting.
Other Grading Discussion:
Pass/Fail (P/F):  John indicated that the Pass grade has a GPA weight of a “C.”  He will check on the number of quality points the Pass grade is assigned.  Chair Lyons indicated that a number of the zero level English courses have a P/F.  Chair Rouillier also utilizes this grading in her Rehabilitative Health programs.  John Panzica to get additional information on star points. (Note: John added that the GPA and quality points for P, U and S are not affected.  They all count as attempted hours.  P and S count in passed hours as well.  The P and the S count the same as a C for pre-requisite consideration, but they do not count in the GPA at all.)

Incomplete (I) and Withdraw Fail (WF):  The I grade converts to a WF after the following semester if the student does not make up the coursework.

Incomplete Continuing (I/C):  This grading is not only for students in the Math lab but can be used by other non-traditional, self-paced courses.  Permits a student to continue in a course while satisfactorily progressing toward completion of course objectives.  There is a Math Lab student orientation relating to the I/C grading.
