4. President’s Report – Rosemary A. Costigan
a. On February 11th the Geo Bond was presented to the house finance committee and it was well received
b. On March 26th Dr. Rosemary Costigan and Vice President Sullivan will return to the house finance committee to present the operating budget for fiscal year 2027
c. On March 12th the operating bond proposal was presented to the Senate finance committee. The higher education bond that came out of the Governor’s budget is totaling two hundred and fifteen million dollars which includes sixty million dollars for CCRI’s Workforce Innovation Center. 
d. Brown University awarded a $1.5 million “anchor grant” to CCRI to launch a 24 credit certificate designed to expand the number of early childhood educators in the Providence public school district by up to 125 people over the next three years.
e. CCRI is going to receive $668, 000 over three years to expand dental hygiene services to use between birth and 18 years old primarily focusing on underserved areas.



f. Dr. Costigan attended the Achieve the Dream (ATD) conference in Portland, OR two weeks ago and the high level take away is that CCRI is on the leading edge. CCRI is very involved and implementing state-of-the-art practices and student success.
