Middle School College Awareness Activity
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Materials Needed: Poster Board, Markers, Sticky Notes, Tape/Glue Sticks

Activity Plan: Work with a group of 4 or more and ask them who is interested in attending college in the future. Based on their replies, ask them what they want to be when they grow up or what their interests are.

Step 1: Pass out sticky notes and markers. Talk to students about how middle school is important for them to learn about themselves, learn to set goals, and to begin setting good educational habits for their future.

Step 2: Tell students to write down something that they think is important to begin preparing for college as middle schoolers. They can write multiple ideas, one per sticky note.

Step 3: Students will read aloud their ideas and if applicable, they can tape them (or glue them) to the poster board. Ask students to put their initials at the bottom of each sticky note.

If possible, hang up poster boards so students can use that as reminders on what they should be doing during the school year.
