Course Objective:   The primary goal of the Elementary Portuguese I course is to develop the four basic language skills of speaking, reading, writing and listening.  Particular attention shall be placed on understanding basic grammatical concepts and then applying them by oral communicative interaction in Portuguese and written exercises.

TEXT:  Portuguese:  Fluency and Culture (revised edition), by Americo C. Araujo, 1996  (this includes both the hard cover text book and the workbook)

There is no audio tape that comes with this text but I will have tapes made and each of you will be responsible for making a copy of those tapes.

Course Overview:  Since we only meet once a week, we will try to cover one chapter every week.  I will highlight the items we are going to go over at the beginning of the class, and we will then look at each item individually and do some of the corresponding exercises, sometimes in groups.  We will take a 15-minute break half way through the class  and go over the dialogue after the break.  If time permits, we will do supplemental exercises to reinforce whatever we have drilled in that particular chapter.

Homework:  the homework assignments will always be to complete the exercises in the corresponding workbook.  I will collect these at the beginning of each class period.  You can do one of three things:  either xerox the pages and do your homework on the xeroxed pages or rip out the pages from the workbook when you have completed an assignment and need to turn it in or simply write or type all the exercises on a clean sheet of paper.

Tapes:  Unfortunately there are no tapes to accompany this text.  However, I have made a tape of the first ten chapters and will have copies available to anybody who wants them for next week.
